THIS PRAYER CLOSET:
-Help each pray-er  participating in this Closet to rejoice in everything. May we have such a sense of 		urgency that we pray without ceasing. 
-In every thing may we give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning us. 
-Help us to recognize when we are quenching the Spirit, and repent, that our prayers for this church might 	be heard. 
-Work in us to prove all things; may we hold fast to that which is good and abstain from all appearance of 	evil. (1 Thessalonians 5:16-22)

SECURITY FOR FBC 
-Thou art our King, O God:  Command deliverance for FBC.  Through You will we push down our 		enemies:  through Your Name will we tread them under that rise up against us.  For we will not 		trust in our bow, (weapons),  neither our sword, (cameras) to save us.  But You have saved 		us from our enemies, and have put them to shame that hated us.  (Psalm 44:4-7)

OUR PASTORS:
